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Meeting Minutes of Housing, Land and Property Technical Working Group
March 22, 2016

Welcome. Discussing of
expectations

Nataliya Dymkovska, HLP Technical Working Group Coordinator, announced agenda
and a form of discussion. The purpose of the meeting is discussion of HLP issues and
finding the durable solutions.

Presentation results of
NRC ICLA and Shelter
teams joint assessment on
HLP issues from legal and
construction side

Yevhen Zhifarskiy, ICLA Technical Specialist, briefly informed the participants about
the results of NRC ICLA and Shelter teams joint assessment on HLP issues from legal
and construction side. The survey was conducted among 50 people in Popasna district
of Lugansk region, Lysychansk, Toshkivka and Kirovsk. Half of the respondents
reported that they would stay in their villages in case of restoration of their homes
and the other half reported they would like to receive compensation for
damaged/destroyed property and to get legal advice on these issues.

Yevhen Zhifarskiy concluded that the survey shows that respondents are in need of
legal assistance during the period of restoration of housing, namely in the
restoring/registration documents, registration of property rights, and representatives
of the Protection and Shelter Clusters should work together in this direction.

Igor Chantefort, Shelter Cluster Coordinator, specified information on lease
agreements, which was mentioned in assessment results, noting that, according to
his knowledge, before the conflict lease agreements had only 20% of respondents. He
also underlined the importance of correct terminology, noting that "compensation"
is too wide term.

Nataliya Dymkovska, HLP Technical Working Group Coordinator, informed the
participants about public discussion, held by Norwegian Refugee Council, during
which the issue of compensation for destroyed/damaged housing was discussed. Also
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the draft of decree was developed, which covers mechanism of payment of such
compensation and its types.

Vladislav Sobolev, NRC Shelter Technical Officer, informed, based on his experience,
most problems occur with registration of title documents for housing before/during
the recovery and reconstruction, and for the construction of new buildings. Also
problem issue is connecting the housing to electric and gas systems. Vladislav Sobolev
also informed about NRC Shelter project on reconstruction of core houses. 4 houses
are built so far, in 2 of which beneficiaries live already.

Igor Chantefort, Shelter Cluster Coordinator, confirmed the existence of problems
with title documents, including for housing and land. In this regard, it is necessary to
determine the percentage of beneficiaries who face this problem.

Inna Fedorova, representative of Kramatorsk SOS, drew participants’ attention to
the fact internally displaced persons who lived in public or communal housing, have
no right for compensation for destroyed / damaged housing and at the same time
have no place to live after displacement.

Vladislav Sobolev, NRC Shelter Technical Officer, informed the participants that after
the restoration of housing by humanitarian organizations their owners were excluded
from the list for state compensation for destroyed/damaged housing (for example
Lysychanska).

Igor Chantefort, Shelter Cluster Coordinator, highlighted the difference between the
payment of compensation for destroyed / damaged housing from the state housing
and reconstruction of housing by humanitarian organizations. He concluded that, in
average, 25% of beneficiaries have problems with documentation. It appears
appropriate to create memos for beneficiaries on registration of title documents.

First report on the results | Nataliya Dymkovska, HLP Technical Working Group Coordinator, presented the
of the HLP hotlines survey, | audience with results of the HLP hotlines survey. The report was prepared based on
conducted by NGOs. | information obtained after the analysis of applications submitted by hotlines of NRC
Comments and | Legal Aid Centers, Vostok SOS and Krym SOS. Most of the applications were related
suggestions to property damage as a result of armed conflict (67%), 6% of calls on the hotline were
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connected with the misappropriation of property, 28% of applications were
connected with restoration of title documents. The main problems are: lack of
regulation of fixation the facts related to forced evictions, illegal ownership of
property and forfeiture of property and system of recording and evaluation of
damages; no legislative mechanisms for receiving compensation for damages
occurred due to armed conflict.

Igor Chantefort, Shelter Cluster Coordinator, expressed the opinion it would be
appropriate to extend the range of respondents and add questions to the
guestionnaire. He also stressed that there was no possibility to verify the information
provided by the beneficiaries.

Nataliya Dymkovska, HLP Technical Working Group Coordinator, suggested sending
a questionnaire to all the participants and finishing it together.

Andrew Meyer, Shelter Program Manager «People in Need», asked the opinion of
participants regarding purchasing of housing for beneficiaries or giving them the
means to acquire it, noting that this might be cheaper than building or restoring of
housing.

Maksym Holtvyanitskiy, ICLA Technical Specialist, said in this case the beneficiary
would be charged with tax.

Vladislav Sobolev, NRC Shelter Technical Officer, added in this situation price for real
estate in an area where housing is purchased will increase dramatically.

Inna Fedorova, representative of Kramatorsk SOS, drew participants’ attention to
the lack of access for crediting for internally displaced persons. She put forward a
proposal for legislative consolidation of preferential loans for IDPs similar to those
stipulated in Cabinet of Minister’s Decree "On approval of rules granting long-term
loans to individual builders of housing in rural areas» Ne 1597 as of November 05,
1998.
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Maksym Holtvyanitskiy, ICLA Technical Specialist, supported this idea and offered
the idea preferential loans for housing for IDP youth.

Discussing current HLP | Igor Chantefort, Shelter Cluster Coordinator, drew attention to risk of beneficiaries’
issues from Shelter and | eviction from places of their temporary accommodation, particularly form compact
Protection side settlement.
